2. Have shown visible and continuing leadership in Dane County in one or more of the following areas: 
education, religion, civil rights, community or civic services; 

3. Have not previously received this award; 

4. Currently not a member of the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Humanitarian Award Commission. 

Emerging Leaders (13-25+) Criteria: 

5. Young adults who have demonstrated the principles of Dr. King for at least three or more  years; 

6. Have shown visible and continuing leadership in Dane County in one or more of the following areas: 
education, religion, civil rights, community or civic services; 

7. Have not previously received this award; 

8. Currently not a member of the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Humanitarian Award Commission. 
 

Humanitarian Criteria: 

1. Adults actively identified with the Dane County area for at least five years; 

2. Have shown visible and continuing leadership in Dane County in one or more of the following areas: 
education, religion, civil rights, politics, community or civic services; 

3. Have not previously received this award; 

4. Currently not a member of the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Humanitarian Award Commission; 

5. Not currently running for Office; 

6. County or City resident. 
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
